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As We Gather –  In today's Epistle reading, St. Paul reminds 
us that we are "rooted and built up in [Christ] and established 
in the faith."

Today's Gospel reading has Jesus teaching His 
disciples (and us) how to pray. Abraham, in today's Old 
Testament reading, is an example of faith and prayer as he 
pleads for the few faithful people in Sodom and Gomorrah.

uses the liturgy to bring us together to hear the Word, to receive the Sacrament, and to respond in 
prayer and praise.
