We’ve incurred 
a $56,000 short term debt.

Yes, but we are waiting for the last Sioux Falls Construction bill before we put money toward the 
Bank West debt. 
 
When is the first District Payment due of $5,836.00 a month? 
That will be July 1. This will be a new debt of about $6,000 a month. We therefore urge all in our 
parish to remember their weekly tithes and gifts of love, especially in these summer months when 
we are gone more. Please remember your weekly offerings even on Sundays you are gone! Thank 
you! 
 
Will there be an encouragement to do Debt Retirement on our $1,000,000.00 Church 
Extension Fund loan? 
Yes, indeed, we can save thousands and thousands of dollars by prepaying on this loan but for 
now, first things first, we wish to quickly pay off the Bank West short-term loan.
